With a limited budget and timeframe, Ulrich partnered with the VVolpe Center to develop the
technology and system and set about meeting with countries across the globe to secure
participation. This award speaks to the success of the initiative, which today has the
participation of over 50 countries and tracks over 14,000 ships in a real time environment.

Ulrich continues to apply his maritime experience by helping Enterra Solutions’ clients
strengthen their global supply chain, port and harbor security, and maritime domain awareness
programs. In addition to his duties as Commander, U.S. Naval Forces Europe, Ulrich served as
Commander Allied Joint Forces Command Naples; U.S. 6" Fleet; Naval Striking and Support
Forces NATO; Allied Joint Command Lisbon; and Task Force Excel where he led the revolution
in U.S. Navy training.
